The Child-Witches Saga: Your Urgent Intervention is needed

We are shocked to learn of the continued child-witch hunting, abandoning and killing going on in different states in Nigeria. Our particular attention has been drawn to your state, Akwa-Ibom.  We are therefore urging you, as the Executive Governor of the state, to follow up in the five demands stated below:


1. Enforce the newly enacted Child Rights Bill, recently passed by the Akwa-Ibom State House of Assembly, to the letter, without any executive interference.

2. Enjoin the State Assembly to also enact a Bill that will also protect the Aged, most especially the vulnerable old women.

3. As the Chief Security Officer of the state, we enjoin you to, as a matter of urgency, constitute a special task force, which will comprise members of the police force and the civil defense corps that will stem the current tide of jungle justices rampaging the state.


4. We will also like to enjoin the state to suspend the activities of churches investigated and found to be involved in child abuse in the name of exorcising witch-spirit, and the pastor prosecuted according to the Child Act operative in the state.

5. Finally,we want the you to provide security for and around Mr. Samuel Ituama, the Director of Child Rights and Rehabilitation Network, Eket, where over 160 children and about 5 old women, who have been accused of being witches, are housed.


We sincerely hope that you will help in actualising these five demands so as to ensure that there is an enduring human rights environment for all the inhabitants of Akwa-Ibom, and the rest of Africa.
